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Qualification work is devoted to substantiating the importance of
guaranteeing the financial security of Ukraine in the context of building public
confidence. The paper were used general scientific research methods, fundamental
principles and works of domestic and foreign scholars on financial security as a
fundamental factor in the effective functioning of the state, areas of economic
security, governance elements and priority components of strengthening financial
security. The work used research methods such as theoretical, empirical, statistical,
graphic, comparative, which helped to qualitatively analyze the nature and state of
financial security. While studying the impact of the level of public safety, an
empirical research method was used - a survey of respondents, which helped to
analyze the public's trust in the financial system of Ukraine, to identify the level of
financial security.

The economic essence of the financial security of the state is investigated
according to the opinion of the scientists on whom we have been entrusted in this
work. Provided their vision for the definition of financial security. Schematically
depicted the structure of financial security, which includes: banking, debt, budget,
currency, monetary security and security of the non-banking financial sector. The
economic essence of each of the components and their role in the functioning of
the financial security mechanism are determined.

The theoretical foundations of public trust are indicated as the basis for the
formation of financial security based on the definition of the essence of public
trust. The significant role of the problem of trust in the theory of new institutional
economics is revealed, which provides for the concept of solving the problem of
uncertainty that arises due to the incompleteness of information and its asymmetric
distribution.

The article highlights the theory of F. Fukuyama, which gives confidence a
high position and asserts that economic processes take on a role only when there is
trust between the government and the population. Having depicted the postulates
of trust, which give a clear understanding of the essence of trust, formulated the
main prerequisites that help reduce the share of public trust. We consider the main
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ones to be a large percentage of the criminalization of the economy, the
widespread "shadow" sector, the concentration of corrupt practices in the
management sphere, the level of Ukraine's dependence on assistance from other
countries of the world, that is, the level of external debt obligations.

The methodological recommendations for calculating the level of economic
security of Ukraine were investigated: order of the Ministry of Economic
Development and Trade of Ukraine dated October 29, 2013 No. 1277, on the basis
of which the methods for calculating financial security indicators within each of
the components were systematized. The contribution of all systems to the overall
financial security of the state is revealed and what changes occur when the studied
indicators are unstable.

The absolute values of indicators of the structural systems of financial
security of Ukraine have been calculated and the standardization of these indicators
has been carried out according to the methodology adopted in the Methodological
Recommendations [14]. It is determined that no system is at the optimal level and
reaches the point, which determines the value of the indicators. Examining the
influence of each of the indicators on the economic stability of the state and the
weakening of public trust by this, the ineffectiveness of the modern mechanism of
the functioning of the financial system was revealed and the rationality of the
development of more effective mechanisms was proved.

It has been determined that the banking sector has the greatest impact on
financial security, since it is through the banking system that universal public trust
is formed, which contributes to the development of the state's economy. Since in
banking security, out of seven indicators, four have a critical level, which proves
the instability of the system, the development and implementation of new
mechanisms, taking into account modern methods, is necessary today. Important
indicators that threaten the country's economy are within critical limits, namely:
the share of overdue debt on loans in the total volume of loans provided by banks

to residents of Ukraine, the share of foreign capital in the authorized capital of
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banks, return on assets and the ratio of long-term (more than 1 year) loans and
deposits.

The monetary system was monitored, which proves the value of each of the
security indicators that go beyond the normative values. From here begins an
irreversible process that threatens the integral security of the economic system. The
imbalance gives rise to an increase in the money supply outside banking
institutions, which signals a high level of the shadow economy, thereby lower
revenues to the budget of Ukraine.

A survey of respondents aged 18 to 65 was carried out, the purpose of which
was to determine the level of trust in each of the sectors of the financial system of
Ukraine, since the questions concerned the banking, debt, budgetary, currency,
monetary systems and the non-banking financial sector.

The direct influence of public trust on the financial security of the state has
been proven. The credibility of the national currency is of great importance.
Among the respondents, the stability of the national currency (hryvnia) was
estimated at 5 points (while the norm, according to expert opinion, is from 8
points). The indicator is of critical importance, its influence has been proven when
calculating financial security indicators.

The necessity of minimizing threats to the financial sector of Ukraine by
achieving a high degree of trust and an integrated approach to the formation of
strategic plans has been substantiated. Achieving the maximum result is possible
with the rational use of medium and long-term strategies for the abandoned goals,
in which tasks are tactically set for solving and predicting possible results.

The concept of strengthening the financial security of Ukraine is proposed,
taking into account all its systemic components: banking, budgetary, foreign
exchange, debt, monetary and non-banking financial sector. The concept is based
on measures that, in our opinion, will help stabilize financial security and give it a
new perspective, which will give impetus to progressive development.

The Methodological approaches to the calculation of financial sector

security indicators have been improved, therefore, consider it necessary to revise
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the data every 3 years, which is a medium-term period for assessing the state of the
economy as a whole. Paying attention to the correctness and systematization of
information through reporting to the population for the relevant reporting period.

It has been determined what mechanism of formation of public trust operates
and what consequences it entails. The necessity of its modernization is
substantiated according to the results of a survey of respondents is substantiated,
which indicates a low level of trust.

The main task of the National Bank of Ukraine to ensure effective banking
supervision is analyzed. Its essence and rationality have been investigated in
synchronization with today's set goals.

The directions are proposed to strengthen public confidence in the financial
security of Ukraine. Four consecutive general points are highlighted as a basis:
systematization of economic indicators, ensuring the openness of systematized
indicators, dissemination of information through modern communication systems
and organizing feedback The importance of each of the components of the
proposed actions and their functionality have been proven.

The factors through which the level of trust in the National Bank of Ukraine
is formed are indicated and the importance of monetary policy is substantiated,
which has an impact on all spheres of activity and on the living standards of the
population. On the basis of the analysis, the directions are highlighted that are
necessary to increase the level of confidence in monetary policy, the central bank
and the entire banking system.

A mechanism has been formed to enhance the feeling of financial security among
the population, which will expand the spectrum of the vision of financial security,
taking into account its components, will stimulate the growth of confidence among
the population and will contribute to the stability of financial security. The
mechanism is based on directions that contribute to strengthening the monetary
security of the population: protecting economic interests, enhancing cyber security,

introducing control over monetary transactions and setting limits.
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It has been substantiated that the introduction of the latest technologies and
extraordinary innovative ideas will help to introduce modern approaches to the
formation of financial security.

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Without exception, all large organizations around the world strive to pay
attention to the problem of social responsibility of business, since the positive
result of their activities and the opportunity to gain trust and strengthen stability no
longer depend only on commercial indicators. Globalization of financial markets
and investments aimed at projects that can meet the primary needs of society and
contribute to solving socially important tasks, while helping to improve the quality
of life, are becoming the main direction in development.

The commercial activities of banking institutions directly affect the society
in which they operate, and future business success is closely linked to key social
values. Taking into account the specifics of the activities of commercial banking
institutions, trust is becoming one of the most important conditions for a normally
functioning banking services market, and the level of profit received is
increasingly determined not by the technology of providing services, but by the
correct positioning of banking institutions in the social environment, based on
social responsibility and reputation.

Corporate social responsibility occupies a special place in the banking
sector. Due to the increasing crises of banking systems around the world, the
consequences of which have spread to the global financial space, many banks have
realized the need to create a management system that can not only support the
effectiveness of the banking system's functioning in the short term, but also ensure
its effective development in the long term. To do this, it is necessary to actively
implement the principles of corporate governance and corporate social
responsibility in the practice of banks, which will allow systematizing the
regulation of banking processes, regulating interaction with stakeholders,
providing effective IT support for managerial decision-making, increasing
information openness of banking results, restoring confidence in the banking
system, and ensuring the implementation of the banking system development
strategy.

This, in turn, will contribute to improving the efficiency of financial and

non-financial activities of the banking sector, improving the interaction of the
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banking system with other sectors of the economy, improving the quality of
management decisions regarding the expansion of the line of innovative banking
products, improving the efficiency of functioning of both individual banks and the
banking system as a whole. That is why social responsibility is one of the most
effective areas of development, which provides for a fundamentally new
combination of factors in the functioning of the banking sector.

The paper develops and verifies a methodological approach to a
comprehensive assessment of the level of corporate social responsibility of
banking institutions in Ukraine in each of its areas (economic, legal, ethical,
philanthropic), taking into account the specifics of the functioning of banking
institutions.

The author has studied a large number of interpretations of the concept of
"Corporate Social Responsibility” and summarized its content as "a business
philosophy that promotes sustainable (balanced) development by providing
economic, social and environmental benefits to all stakeholders in accordance with
the principles of responsibility, ethics and transparency.”

It is proved that corporate social responsibility of banking institutions should
be carried out on the basis of holistic development, which balances the economic,
environmental, social and spiritual elements of the development of banking
institutions.

It is determined that for the banking sector, compliance with the strategy of
holistic development is more important than for the real economy sector, since
such a factor as customer trust is one of the priorities in ensuring the effective
functioning of a banking institution.

The article describes the foreign experience of forming corporate social
responsibility in general and banking institutions in particular. It is revealed that all
the listed models of Corporate Social Responsibility describe a different
conceptual understanding of the organization's goals, its goals in society, and the

organization's relationship with its internal and external environment.



It is determined that the profitability of the entire banking sector in 2020
decreased by a third due to the recent crisis caused by the COVID-19 pandemic,
but still most banking institutions conducted active socially responsible activities,
contributing not only to the financial improvement of the country, but also to
holistic development that combines and balances economic, environmental, social
and spiritual areas of activity.

Our own CSR Index is proposed, in accordance with the idea and
methodological approach of A. Kostyuk, Y. Mozgovoy and Y. Kravchenko, which
comprehensively reflects the level of corporate social responsibility of banking
institutions in Ukraine.

Two hypotheses were put forward and proved that suggested that there is a
direct correlation between the size of a banking institution and its CSR activities,
as well as the relationship between state-owned, foreign-capital and private-capital
banking institutions and their indicators of Corporate Social Responsibility.

The levels of corporate social responsibility of banking institutions of
Ukraine are formed: high, sufficient and basic, which adequately reflect reality and
have a decisive influence on the formation and development of socially oriented
orientation of banking institutions of Ukraine.

It is established that in Ukraine the social responsibility of banking
institutions is at the stage of formation and development, because its
implementation in domestic banking institutions requires clear business excellence
and targeted balance.

It was found out that when implementing the CSR strategy by banking
institutions, the first two areas of CSR are most widespread - economic and legal
(95-100% of banking institutions), and the least common direction is social
programs of the philanthropic direction — 38.2% of banking institutions. On
average, about 56% of banking institutions introduce the ethical direction, and
44.83% implement such a direction in the field of CSR as moral management.

The positive impact of corporate social responsibility of banking institutions

on the performance indicators of their activities is established: increasing
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efficiency, attracting investors, improving the reputation and image of a banking
institution, thereby increasing the interest of consumers and employees, increasing
customer confidence, retaining and attracting qualified personnel, improving
financial results, etc.

The mechanism of formation of corporate social responsibility of banking
institutions of Ukraine is substantiated. It is established that under the condition of
effective interaction and implementation of the functions of analysis, planning,
organization, motivation, control and evaluation of the effectiveness of activities,
projects, programs in the field of social responsibility of banking institutions, it is
possible to significantly improve and improve the level of corporate policy of
banking institutions.

It was found out that according to the index of transparency and corporate
social responsibility of Ukrainian companies, 2019 by the CSR Development
Center for sectoral analysis, the highest level of information disclosure was
demonstrated by financial companies, the average index value of which is 40.9,
which indicates a fairly transparent publication of information posted on the
website of banking institutions.

It is established that in order to actively involve banking institutions in the
formation of non — financial reporting, it is necessary to adopt laws and regulations
at the state level that motivate banking institutions to implement CSR strategies
and report on their achievements in non-financial or social reports. The necessity
of introducing corporate social responsibility in the relevant articles of unified
reporting in formalized reports of banking institutions, regardless of the form of
ownership, is justified.

It was found out that despite the fact that Ukrainian banking institutions
annually publish open reports on their financial activities, today there are no
uniform requirements or standards for the formation of social reports, and they
have a voluntary basis. Therefore, in order to activate the policy on the

development of non-financial reporting, it is proposed to introduce CSR social
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reporting in banking institutions in separate items of formalized reports (Balance
Sheet No. 1), or in notes to financial statements.

The obtained theoretical, methodological and practical results are aimed at
developing measures for the formation and development of social responsibility of
banking institutions in Ukraine.

Qualification work is devoted to the general aspects of improvement of
formation of creditworthiness of the agricultural enterprises of the Mykolaiv region.
In qualifying work on the basis of the Laws of Ukraine, normative legal acts of
Ukraine, scientific works of domestic and foreign scientists, financial and statistical
reporting of the agricultural enterprises, the creditworthiness of agricultural
enterprises in Mykolaiv region has been analyzed, conclusions on improving the
formation of creditworthiness of agricultural enterprises have been analyzed,
conclusions have been made on improving the formation of creditworthiness of
agricultural enterprises in the Mykolaiv region.

The essence and structure of the concept of creditworthiness of agricultural
enterprises are determined. The main stages that influenced the formation of the
concept of «creditworthiness» in Ukraine are highlighted. The concept of
«creditworthiness» is defined depending on the needs of a particular situation and by
classification characteristics. The concepts of «creditworthiness» and «solvency»
were differentiated.

It was established that creditworthiness is the ability of an agricultural
enterprise to pay with the bank on time and in full on its obligations. In turn,
obtaining a loan is one of the few options for attracting external resources. Since
agricultural production is seasonal and closely related to constantly changing climatic
conditions, which are difficult to predict, the agricultural sector is a source of high
credit risk, requiring increased control over creditworthiness assessment. Thus,
improving the creditworthiness of agricultural enterprises, especially those

specializing in crop production, is one of the main tasks that needs to be solved.
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It has been proved that determining the creditworthiness of an agricultural
enterprise is one of the most important stages of obtaining a loan. It was studied that a
large number of domestic and foreign methods of analytical support for determining
creditworthiness are due to a wide variety of factors influencing it, due to the fact that
each factor has both specific and nonspecific features based on qualitative
characteristics.

It was studied that a large number of methods for determining the
creditworthiness of agricultural enterprises focus mainly on quantitative indicators
that allow automating the creditworthiness assessment procedure, since a
comprehensive creditworthiness assessment, although it contains a large amount of
information, is rarely used due to processing difficulties.

To solve the problem of determining the creditworthiness of agricultural
enterprises and reduce risks in the banking sector, it is proposed to create a single
regulatory framework and improve the methodology for assessing creditworthiness,
which will take into account the impact of various quantitative and qualitative factors
on agricultural creditworthiness.

Modern methods of assessing the creditworthiness of agricultural enterprises
are studied. Factors of influence and approaches to assessing the creditworthiness of
the bank borrower are identified. A general scheme for assessing the creditworthiness
of business entities has been developed. The procedure for choosing a
methodological approach to the formation of appropriate methods of analytical
support for assessing the borrower's creditworthiness is determined. It is investigated
that in countries with developed market economies, methods for assessing the
creditworthiness of entrepreneurship are built in such a way that the first letters of the
name of the method reflect the system of analysis of the borrower's financial
condition. The components of the methods of complex analysis of the borrower's
creditworthiness used by foreign banks are determined.

The financial and economic activity of agricultural enterprises of the Mykolaiv
region is characterized. It is determined that agriculture on the territory of Mykolaiv

region is quite developed, as the region belongs to the steppe zone with temperate-
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continental climate, with mild snowless winters and hot dry summers, so the climatic
conditions of the region are favorable for agricultural development.

It was studied that the largest population of the Mykolaiv region is engaged in
agriculture, which is why the development of this industry and the organization of
rational labor in it are of great importance for the economic development of the
Mykolaiv region. It is proved that the activity of the agrarian sector of the region's
economy is aimed at implementing measures to implement the basic provisions of the
agrarian policy of the Mykolaiv region, ensuring the dynamics of economic growth,
financial stability and improving the lives of the population.

It is determined that small enterprises occupy the largest share among all
agricultural enterprises of the Mykolaiv region. The peculiarities of their financial
and economic activity are considered in more detail on the example of a small
enterprise farm enterprise (FG) «Gavenko 1.V.».

It is investigated that FG «Gavenko 1.VV» receives loans from JSC «Raiffeisen
Bank Aval». Most of them are long-term loans with a term of 3-5 years, but
sometimes the company attracts short-term loans. The purpose of attracting loans is
to purchase agricultural machinery and finance the current activities of the farm
(purchase of spare parts, fertilizers, etc.). As for state aid, the state compensates
interest on the loan, and the taxi is 30% of the cost, provided the purchase of
domestic equipment.

It is determined that the assessment of the creditworthiness of an agricultural
enterprise is carried out on the basis of financial statements based on International
Accounting Standards. Based on the financial statements of FG «Gavenko 1.V.»
indicators of research of a financial condition of the enterprise are calculated, namely:
indicators of liquidity and solvency, indicators of the analysis of a property condition
of the enterprise, indicators of the analysis of business activity and profitability of the
enterprise.

After studying the financial condition of FG «Gavenko 1.V.», to determine its
creditworthiness, an assessment of the probability of its bankruptcy. The most

common models used for this are identified, namely: E. Altman's five-factor
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bankruptcy prediction model, O. Tereshchenko's model, M. Springgate's model, R.
Lis's model, R. Taffler's multifactor model and Beaver's coefficient.

The study of the probability of bankruptcy by different models proves that the
company FG «Gavenko I.V.» is financially stable and there is no likelihood of
bankruptcy.

Each domestic bank of Ukraine has its own mechanism for determining the
creditworthiness of the enterprise, which is usually based on the recommendations of
the National Bank of Ukraine on determining the amount of credit risk by banks for
active banking operations. The stages of the mechanism of determining the
creditworthiness of the business entity in modern conditions, namely: analysis of the
financial condition of the enterprise; analysis of qualitative indicators of enterprise
activity.

The basic principles of calculating the financial condition of enterprises -
borrowers of Ukrainian banks are determined. The models of calculation of the
integrated indicator of the debtor-legal entity for a small enterprise according to the
method of commercial banks of Ukraine are investigated. The financial indicators
used to calculate the integrated indicator of the financial condition of FG «Gavenko
[.V.» are calculated. for 2018-2020. The dynamics of the integrated creditworthiness
index of FG «Gavenko I.V.» is illustrated for 2018-2020 (according to the NBU
methodology).

In order to improve the formation of creditworthiness of agricultural
enterprises of the Mykolaiv region, it is recommended: to improve the
methodological approach to assessing the creditworthiness of the internal control
system of agricultural enterprises; to introduce the proposed organizational and
economic mechanism for managing the creditworthiness of agricultural enterprises;
to optimize cash flows in the context of increasing control (management) over the
formation of creditworthiness of agricultural enterprises; to develop an internally
oriented system of credit assessment and management, which will be built taking into
account quantitative and qualitative factors, as well as take into account the industry

characteristics of the enterprise; increase the threshold value of debt financing to
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ensure a moderate debt capital financing policy; increase the level of return on assets
of the enterprise to ensure a positive level of creditworthiness, given the rate of

depreciation of fixed assets and low productivity.
